Corbett Sr's Pumpkin Pie

Ingredients:

4 eggs

2 1/2 cups sugar (or 1 1/2 cups brown sugar
1 large can evaporated milk

1/4 stick butter

1 teaspoon nutmeg

1/2 teaspoon salt

1/2 teaspoon ginger

1 teaspoon cinnamon

1/2 cup honey

2 teaspoon grated orange rind

29 oz. fresh pumpkin (cooked and mashed)
1/4 cup fresh squeeze

Beat eggs in a bowl, add sugar to blend, add milk, butter and spices
(which have been mixed into paste with boiling water or pumpkin
juice.) Add pumpkin, orange juice and salt mix thoroughly and

pour into uncooked pie shells. Bake in a hot oven (450 degrees) 15
minutes, then reduce to 300 degrees and continue baking until passes
custard test (toothpick) (approximately 45 minutes).

Makes 2 pies.
